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Abstrak
Bahasa adalah sumber daya yang sistematis untuk mengungkapkan makna dalam konteks dan linguistic. Sebagai manusia, kita tidak bisa lepas dari interaksi antara individu. Ketika kita berbicara dengan orang lain, akan ada kesalahpahaman atau menyampaikan ide, kita harus tahu tentang fungsi bahasa yang kita gunakan ketika kita terlibat dalam sebuah percakapan dengan orang lain. 
Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui strategi politeness yang digunakan oleh peserta pria dan wanita dan juga untuk mengetahui bahasa pria dan wanita yang digunakan oleh peserta debat. Sumber data dari penelitian ini dperoleh dari naskah debat calon presiden Amerika partai democrat yang keempat. Kalimat-kalimat yang digunakan sebagai sumber data merupakan kalimat-kalimat yang menerapkan tipe strategi politenes pada naskah. Data yang telah dikumpulkan diklasifikasikan berdasarkan teori strategi politeness yang dikemukakan oleh Brown and Levinson dan teori tentang bahasa pria dan wanita yang dikemukakan Lakoff. 

Ditemukan pada studi ini bahwa peserta debat mengaplikasikan strategi politeness dalam mengungkapkan opini atau menyampaikan pendapat. Bahasa perangakat pria dan wanita  juga muncul dan diekspresikan oleh peserta dalam berkomunikasi.

1. Background of the study

The purpose of politeness is to make all of the parties relaxed and comfortable with one another. In communication politeness strategies are used to formulate messages in order to save the hearer’s positive face when face-threatening acts are inevitable or desired. Women and men have different ways of talking and hence, of realizing and interpreting speech acts. Women and men use language in different way because they have different perception of what language is for. Whereas men use language as a tool to give and obtain information, women see language as a mean to keeping in touch. 

2. Problem of the study
The problems discussed on this study are:

1.  What types of politeness expressed by the candidates on 4th Democratic debate?

2. How the politeness strategies applied by male and female candidates?
3. Aims of the study

The aims of this study are:

1. To classify and explain the types of politeness expressed by the candidates on 4th Democratic debate
2. To analyze the politeness strategies applied by male and female candidates 

4. Research method
The data source of this study was taken from the video of the 4th Democratic debate on Sunday’s NBC/Youtube Democratic primary debate participated by former secretary of state Hillary Clinton, Senator Bernie Sanders and former Maryland governor Martin O’Malley on 17th January 2016 in Charleston, S.C.
The data was collected by watching the video carefully and note taking. The transcription of the video was read and the utterances uttered by the candidates were signed and categorized into four types of politeness strategies based on the theory of politeness used on this study. 

The theory used on analyzing the data of politeness strategies was the theory of politeness strategies proposed by Brown and Levinson (1987), meanwhile the women’s and men’s language was analyzed by using the theory proposed by Lakoff (1975) and Holmes (1992).
5. Result and discussion
5.1 Meaning of politeness
The data were analyzed by theory of politeness strategies proposed by Brown and Levinson (1987:56). The types of politeness strategies found on this debate were bald on-record, negative politeness, positive politeness, and off-record (indirect).
5.1.1 Bald on record

This strategy is most often utilized in situations where the S has a close relationship with the audience, such as family or close friends. This strategy shown on the conversation below:

(5-1)
Clinton
: So I think this is an election where we have to pull young people and older people together to have a strategy about how we're going to encourage even more American's to vote because it absolutely clear to me.

Holt

: That's time. 

The Speaker (S) Holt said “That’s time” to cut the statement of Hillary Clinton (Hearer) because the time was up. Holt gave Clinton thirty seconds to answer or give response about the question from young video blogger on Youtube. Clinton talked more than the allowable time, this situation forced the S to communicate baldly on record to show the point of communicative intention led to the S said it. Holt said “That’s time” to stop the statement of Hillary instantly.
5.1.2 Positive politeness
They are used to make the hearer feel good about himself, his interests or possessions, and are most usually used in situations where the audience knows each other fairly well.
(5-8)     Holt
: Let's talk more about policing and the criminal justice system.
 On the utterance above, the use of this strategy focused on the words “Let’s talk” and “Let’s watch”. The statements showed the S invited the candidates to discuss about policing and criminal justice system, and also to watch the video of Ramsey. Both S (Holt) and H (candidates) included in the same activities, discussing and watching.
5.1.3 Negative politeness

Negative politeness involves not impeding someone’s wish to get on with achieving his or her goals. This strategy shown on the conversation below: 
(5-10)   Holt

: ……In a lot of places where you've been campaigning, despite an estimated trillion dollars spent, many say the war on drugs has failed. So what would you do?
The S showed the pessimist expression of the H’s campaign about drugs that spent trillion dollars has failed.  The S unsure and doubted the campaign of H, S thought that her campaign in a lot of places did not work. This utterance categorized as strategy of be pessimistic, the S shows a pessimist expression and also a doubt to what the H had done.

5.1.4 Off record
If the S wants to do an FTA, but wants to avoid the responsibility for doing it, he can do it off record and leave it up to the addressee to decide how to interpret it.

 (5-15)  Holt

: …….In a lot of places where you've been campaigning, despite an estimated trillion dollars spent, many say the war on drugs has failed. So what would you do?

Clinton
: Well, Lester, you're right…..

The use of metaphor strategy is found on the utterance “many say the war on drugs has failed” uttered by the S Holt to Clinton as H. The S illustrated the act to stop drug use or drug trafficking as a war on drugs, the word “war” expressed by the S refereed to campaign or act against drugs
5.2 Male and Female Language Features 
5.2.1 Females candidate’s language features 

Hypercorrect grammar

(3-19) 
Holt

: ……Is that perception, or in your view, is it reality?

Clinton
: Well, sadly it's reality, and it has been heartbreaking, and incredibly outraging to see the constant stories of young men like Walter Scott, as you said, who have been killed by police officers. 

The utterance spoken by Clinton above is in the correct form: S+has+been+V1-ing. The use of standard forms generally associated with high education or high social class. Here her utterance showed her high social background and her social status in the community. 
5.2.2 Males candidate’s language features
The use of ungrammatical form

(5-21)
Mitchell
: ...Too Long (Ph).

O'malley
: I Believe There Are Many Issues. I Have 60 Seconds For This?

As a spoken language, the sentence uttered by O’Malley above actually was not incorrect. However, according to grammar point of view, it was incorrect. It said to be ungrammatical because the question was not preceded first by word “do”. The utterance above was in a question form, so it considered not as the correct question form. The grammatical form of the utterance above is “Do I have 60 seconds for this ?”.
6. Conclusion
All of four types of politeness strategies based on the theory of politeness proposed by Brown and Levinson were found and analyzed on this study, they were bald on record, positive politeness, negative politeness, and off record.

According to Lakoff statement and the findings of the analysis on this study, women used more polite language or devices than men. Gender affected the use of politeness, women tended to be more polite based on the analysis and Lakoff argued that women’s language is polite and gives the impression that women are weaker and less certain than men, justifying the treatment of women as having low status and men’s treatment towards women. Men spoke on record and directly, meanwhile women spoke off record and indirectly in communication. It was shown on the analysis that bald on record used only by men, this strategy was less polite compared with other strategies followed by positive politeness, negative politeness and off record. The use of hedges and tag questions, off record and indirect way of speak showed that women more polite than men.
